AT LEAST ONE IJLAS AAM PER MONTH IS ONE OF THE ASSIGNED TASKS
OF THE MUTAMAD.
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Majlis Khuddamul Ahmadiyya Canada and Majlis Atfalul Ahmadiyya Canada held their Annual
National Ijtima’at on August 19, 20", 21* and August 20", 21° respectively, at Baitul Islam
Mosque Complex in Peace Village Ontario, reported National Mu‘tamad Majlis Khuddamul
Ahmadiyya Canada Choudhary Mansoor Azeem Sahib. The theme of both Ijtima’at was
“Khilafat”.

Each Ijtima day started with congregational Tahajjud prayers followed by recitation of Holy
Qur’an.

The opening session was presided by Naib Amir Canada, Maulana Suhail Mubarak Sharma
Sahib. The second day opening session was presided by Naib Amir Canada, Kaleem Malik Sahib.
The third and final day closing session was presided by National Amir Canada Lal Khan Malik
Sahib. He delivered the concluding address and awarded prizes to winners in educational and
sports competitions.

National Amir Tanzania, Tahir Mahmood Chaudhry Sahib, who was visiting Canada on a
personal trip also attended all three days of Ijtima‘at.

Hazrat Khalifatul Masih V*** had very graciously sent a message for the Ijtima’at. The message
was read out in Urdu, followed by its English translation, in every session of the Ijtima. All
attendees were given a copy of the original text as well as its English translation so that they could

take it with them to their home. Attendees were also encouraged to write letters to Huzoor™.
Writing utensils were provided to attendees who wrote over 1,000 letters.

Separate accommodation arrangements were made for 300 Khuddam and Atfal who came from
outside of the Central Canada Region. A Khadim, Frass Ahmad, travelled the farthest to attend
Ijtima‘, covering around 5,000 km (approximately 3,100 miles) from Prince George, British
Columbia.

A number of ethnicities were represented in the Ijtima with Canadian, Pakistani, Arab, and
Bengali being the largest in number. Two Arab Khuddam participated in the Kabadi match too!
A session was arranged for New Ahmadis. New Khuddam were given a special Welcome Gift
Pack.

Khuddam had 14 different Education Competitions to choose from. 315 Khuddam participated
in these. Four individual games and eight team games allowed 1,100 Khuddam to compete.
Similarly 558 Atfal participated in seven education competitions while 550 Atfal competed in 12
individual and five team sports events. 600 Atfal participated in seven recreational competitions.

Different exhibitions were set up at the Ijtima, all with the common theme of Khilafat. The
Review of Religions had set up an exhibition on the Existence of God. Over 1,000 Khuddam and
Atfal benefited from these exhibitions.

For the first time, the department of MKAC Studios set up a physical studio. Ijtima proceedings

were live streamed on social media totalling 21 hours. Interviews of Nazimin and guests, along
with many other videos were broadcasted. These videos had over 7,400 viewings. Other posts
had over 35,000 impressions.

Approximately 2,500 guests were served at each meal. A special breakfast of Halwa Puri (Cream
of wheat pudding and deep fried thin pita bread) was served on Saturday. This was much
appreciated by the attendees. The Atfal had the option to eat food cooked with less spices.

TheJjtima Gah was welllit. Large pictures of the Promised Messiah® and his Khulafa, accompanied
by their respected sayings were prominently placed. Once the special message from Huzoor™®
for the Jjtima was received, its banners were prepared immediately and placed at four different
locations at the Jjtima.

Multiple stalls were set up, which were frequently visited by Ijtima" Attendees. In addition to
food and drink stalls, a stall selling Majlis Khuddamul Ahmadiyya Canada merchandise was also
set up and was very successful.

A sizable number of federal, provincial, and municipal politicians attended. These included
Ontario Provincial Education Minister, Member of Federal Parliament for the City of Vaughan,
Member of Federal Parliament for the City of Mississauga as well as city councillors.

After Maghrib and Isha prayers, two Bonfire sessions (a session where all gather around an
open pit fire and have open discussions) were arranged for Khuddam. On the first evening, the
topic was “Dating & Marriage”. On the second evening, Khuddam shared “Personal incidents
with Khilafate Ahmadiyya”. Atfal had their own bonfire session, with the topic being “Khilafate
Ahmadiyya”

The highlight of the event was Huzoor’s™® address to Jalsa Germany, which was shown live to all
attendees. Even though Canada was not able to join Jalsa Salana Germany via 2-way streaming,
attendees felt as if they were connected. Whether it was welcoming Huzoor™ with Nara-
jaat (raising slogans) or listening intently to his message, attendees felt being with Huzoor™,
Approximately 1,800 Khuddam and Atfal attended this session.

The weather forecast for the three days was quite alarming with heavy rain forecasted. However,
with the blessings of Allah and Huzoor’s*™ prayers, the weather was nice and both Ijtima’at

concluded in a timely manner.

By the Grace of Allah, the total attendance was 2,516 Khuddam and 1,092 Atfal from across
Canada. Over 500 volunteers worked hard to make both Ijtima‘at a success.

Trip to Spain

29 Members travelled
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By the grace of Allah, the department of Umur Talaba' was able to organize
a trip to Spain for 29 members, from August 24" 2022, to August 31, 2022.
Planning for the trip started in early 2022 with a survey of students to
understand to understand which country the Khuddam preferred to visit.
We then wrote to Huzoor Anwar??? and received permission.

Our travels started on Tuesday, August 23" at 10 am from Al-Khidmat and
after dua we departed for Toronto Pearson Airport. We arrived together in
Barcelona airport on the morning of Wednesday, August 24",

We rented a few vans and divided the group into five smaller groups led
by Roomi Sahi Sahib, Tauseef Khan Sahib, Khizar Karim Sahib, Mirza Tahir
Ahmad Sahib and Farhan Igbal Sahib. We drove from the airport for three and
a half hours to reach Baitur Rahman Mosque, Valencia. The local Jamaat had
arranged comfortable accommodation in the guest rooms of the Mosque
giving us a chance to rest and recover from the fatigue of our flights. Dinner
was provided at the Mosque, which was followed by Maghrib and Ishaa
prayers in congregation.

On Thursday, August 25" 2022, right after Fajr prayer, we enjoyed breakfast
followed by a brief trip to a nearby beach. After that, we departed from Baitur
Rahman Mosque, Valencia, to go to Basharat Mosque, Pedro Abad. This
journey took us about five hours and we had lunch at a pit stop during the
journey. Once we arrived at Basharat Mosque, we took the opportunity to
take photos and thanked Allah for the opportunity to be in the mosque that
has the honour of being the first purpose-built mosque in Spain in 700 years.

On Friday, August 26" after offering Fajr prayers at Basharat Mosque, we left
for the city of Cordoba, which isabout an hour and a half's drive from Basharat
Mosque. This was done in order to gain early entry into the Mosque-Cathedral
of Cordoba. The building was originally built by Abd ar-Rahman | in 785 CE
and, to this day, it retains the Islamic architecture and design. Members of
the group spent time walking between the beautiful pillars of this Mosque
and marvelling at its architecture. We then had breakfast and left for the city
of Seville. In Seville, we listened to the live sermon of Huzoor Anwar®®? after
which we offered Friday prayers in a park. After lunch, we visited Alcazar of
Seville. This was a former residential fortress built by Muslims, later destroyed
and then rebuilt by Christian kings. A part of this palace is still used by the
royal family in Spain today. We then returned to Basharat Mosque and offered
Maghrib and Ishaa prayers, and had dinner.

On Saturday, August 27" after offering Fajr prayers at Basharat Mosque, we



departed for Al-Hambra, which is a large palace and fortress complex in
Granada. It was about a two and a half hour drive from Basharat Mosque.
We patiently waited through long lineups before entry, and once inside, we
explored the section called Palacios Nazaries, though some members visited
other sections of the fortress as well. After that, we explored the gardens in
the vicinity of the fortress. We were able to marvel at the beautiful designs
and calligraphy done by the Muslims, still well-preserved on the interior walls
of the fortress. The most common phrase we noticed was “wa la ghaliba il-
Allah” (meaning, “Only God is victorious”). Similarly, the words “Allah” and “la
ilaaha il-Allah” (There is none worthy of worship except Allah) were found in
various sections of the calligraphy. After the visit of Al-Hambra, we drove back
to Basharat Mosque and offered Maghrib and Ishaa prayers. After the prayers,
a session was held with Amir Sahib Spain where he presented some details of
the history of Islam in Spain as well as the history of the Ahmadiyya Muslim
Jamaat in Spain.

On Sunday, August 28™ after Fajr prayer, we left for our final long drive of the
journey to the city of Barcelona where we had initially landed. During this
drive, we made one pit stop for lunch, Zuhrand Asr prayers. Once in Barcelona,
we drove straight to the Camp Nou Stadium which has the capacity of
100,000 people. We enjoyed a La Liga football match between Barcelona and
Valladolid.

By the grace of Allah, the department of Wagar Amal has been engaged
in numerous activities throughout the year and across the country.
